Water Treatments
Winter is a risky time for falls on the ice. If you have a badly sprained ankle, or even a 
broken bone, consider using the treatment described last week to aid in healing: 
3 minutes hot (add hotter water), 1 minute cold (add snow or ice). If you need deeper 
containers in order for water to reach the affected area, sit on the edge of the bathtub 
with two buckets in the tub to treat lower leg area. Use a deep sink to treat arms and 
hands. We grow a wonderful weed up here named comfrey, also called "knit-bone." 
A comfrey compress applied after a hydrotherapy treatment is a great aid to help the 
body heal breaks and sprains. 
To make a comfrey poultice: place a leaf or two in the blender with just enough hot water to make a paste, spread the paste on a clean rag and apply it directly to the 
skin over injury, then bind with plastic wrap to prevent staining nightclothes (in the case of a broken bone, this treatment would be done after a cast is removed).

One of the simplest forms of hydrotherapy that a person can do on themselves is a contrast shower; first the regular cleansing phase, then the treatment phase: three 
minutes of increasing hot, then as cold as possible for 30 seconds. End the shower with the third exchange of cold, then dry quickly, bundle up in warm pyjamas, robe 
and wool socks and go directly to bed. Sleep as long as possible. The hope is that this treatment may encourage your system to spike a fever, helping fight off viral and 
bacterial infections. Stay covered; let the fever run its course to annihilate germs. Do not fear to invite the healing touch of the Great Physician. He is always standing by 
to do for us what we cannot do for ourselves. Even world-renowned surgeons acknowledge that they can only cut, repair and stitch. The body was designed to heal 
itself, given the right conditions.
