Krista Lusted went over some statistics from the US since legalization, including the fact that it has taken approximately 90% of business 
away from the black market marijuana sales, and has put millions back into the taxpayers hands because of the federal taxation on the 
product.
Although many will always look at marijuana as “an illegal narcotic,” this will hopefully put a more well rounded opinion on the subject 
for those who were unaware of the many benefits. After all, “times are a changing” whether we like it or not, so let’s educate ourselves!
